1 Preliminary Budget after weeks of line by line review ofthe tentative budget
which we introduced at the end of September and with further reductions that we

made Im pleased to announce that myself and the Town Board are going to present
a preliminary budget at the public hearing to be held on November5t It is once

again below the New York State Tax Cap with a tax levy adjusted for assessed value

growth that will be below073For the average assessed value home in the town

this equates to an increase of1196 For the average house in the Village of

Warwick a decrease from 349 and a decrease for the average house in the Village
of Florida and Greenwood Lake of1700 To be clear this is a barebones budget
that allows us to deliver essential services but leaves virtually no room for long term

investments in our infrastructure We will continue to look for sharing of service

agreements with our neighbors for grant opportunities and growth through
promoting and attracting new businesses to the new corporate park that will help us

make these investments in our future infrastructures I want to thank the Board
the department heads and the employees for helping us make this budget ossible
This budget will be presented as I mentioned in a hearing on November St at700

pmhere

2 The tax freeze approval we have received notification on October 14t from

the New York State Division ofbudget that our tax freeze plan for the 20162018

has been accepted and approved This should make our residents eligible for the

second year tax rebate checks from the State by virtue ofbeing under the cap last

year our residents were eligible to receive their rebate check from New York State

To my knowledge those checks have not been sent to anybody yet but thatsup to

the State ofNew York Just so the residents know they are eligible and they should

see something from the State at some point in the future

3 The Community Preservation Fund for September the receipts were

5873488 which is somewhat above the average
4 The Brady Road culvert and FEMA we did receive a letter from FEMA and

the New York State Department of Homeland Security that our request for a
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complete replacement of the damaged Brady Road Culvert has finally been

approved I want to thank Congressman Sean Patrick Maloney and his staff for

breaking the log jam that existed in FEMA that prevented them from making the

decision for such a long time This is the last project of damaged infrastructure
from the Hurricane Irene and Tropical Storm Lee event Weve already begun the

design work on that culvert and hope to get it finished up so that culvert can get
replaced as soon as possible

Richard Murtie Resident Town ofWarwick NY 10990 Can you elaborate on

the marginal road thats going behind the Chase Bank and the bowling alley

Supervisor Sweeton Its not actually going behind the bowling alley For those

residents not aware the marginal access road is a travel lane that has been in the

towns comprehensive plan and zoning since the 1980s The intent is it would allow

residents cars who are going to one of the commercial ventures on that old design
shopping zone which went from Warwick Turnpike towhere Meadow Crest is

which is now the community business zone It would allow cars to travel from

parcel to parcel without going out on Route 94 The intent was to prevent the DOT

from turning Route 94 into a three lane road or adding additional lights There was

a traffic mitigation fund created when Shop Rite went in where by any business

developing in that zonewould contribute funds to the creation of this marginal
access road The first phase was the road in front ofMeadow Crest was built to be

the first leg ofthe marginal access road on that side Thatswhere it would start on

the south side of 94 and then it was expected to traverse through the Miller property
as that got developed through the Leo Kaytes property into the Shop Rite property
and exiting out onto Warwick Turnpike On the north side of Route 94 its the

intent to go from Price Chopper to the next parcel which is a 5 acre parcel which is

close to final approval for a gentleman who is building a building that will hold

offices with a little mix of retail He will build his section on his piece of property
Whats being constructed now is the connector between the Price Chopper and that

parcel From there it would go into the bowling alley front parking lot and

terminate just over the line of the bowling alley onto what was Marie Greens

property lining upwith Warwick Turnpike As those properties get developed that

road continues to line its self up and thatswhats happening out there
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Richard Murtie The access road isntgoing around the back

Supervisor Sweeton It is not There is an incredibly huge wetland just toward the

back of the bowling alley that stretches clear to Sanfordville Road It is home to an

endangered species which would preclude any ability for a road to go through that

at all That was documented in the public hearings that we had on the community
business zone when that zone was being reconfigured

Richard Murtie The property between the bowling alley and Price Chopper
theyregiving up a road through that property

Supervisor Sweeton Correct because they would be building a parking facility
parking area for their project and so they are incorporating just as Meadow Crest

did The surface will be such that it will handle Its not a major road Its not a

Warwick Turnpike or a 94 Its a travel lane

Richard Murtie It will be on the inside of Route 94

Supervisor Sweeton Thats correct

Richard Murtie So the bowling alley is giving up parking for a roadway as well

Supervisor Sweeton Thats correct The incentive to the bowling alley or Leo

Kaytes or any ofthose existing businesses in the community business zone theres an

incentive they can apply for up to 50 of an expansion Without the marginal
access road they would not be entitled to it It allows them an economic opportunity
which is their incentive to want to do the marginal access road

Richard Murtie That is phase one what about phase two

Supervisor Sweeton There is no phase two When I said phase one phase one was

getting that section to the next parcel You could say that phase three would be

going through the bowling alley once the owner ofthe bowling alley decides if he

wants his expansion or not Phase four would be when you negotiate with Marie

Green to come out across from Warwick Turnpike You can call it phases but the

road goes from Warwick Turnpike on both sides to Price Chopper on the north and

Meadow Crest on the south

Richard Murtie There is no discussion ofa road going through the farm across the

street

Supervisor Sweeton None whatsoever

Richard Murtie To come out on Pennings Lane

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Supervisor Sweeton Pennings actually provided an offer of dedication for a

marginal access road through the orchard That offer is there but in reality we

dontknow whats going tohappen there because the parcel that the farm markets

on is actually two parcels now and the orchards in PDR Im not sure that it ever

gets over to Pennings Lane

Richard Murtie The state is not going to approve another light at the intersection

of Warwick Turnpike

Supervisor Sweeton They could but the state is in what they call amaintenance

mode which means their doing only maintenance projects They are not going to

put a light there now but if they can convince somebody else to pay for a light if

somebody comes in and buys Steve Pennings market on the corner they might say

you need a light and then that poor guy has to put the light in What we would like

to see is other traffic calming through that area as opposed to another light because

then you have a light a Price Chopper and then a light there The DOTs the one in

charge they are going to decide what they want The idea is for unto avoid them

turning from anywhere Warwick Turnpike or Sanfordville Road into a three lane

road all the way to the village I dontthinkthats the consensus of most of the

people in the town as expressed through the comprehensive plan

Richard Murtie I see that the highway superintendent received anew truck This

will be the fourth truck within 10 years Thats averaging every 2 z years a new

truck Whats the deal with that

Supervisor Sweeton We purchased a new pickup for the highway department and

we rollover all of our vehicles into service so we dontget rid ofthem We keep
them

Richard Murtie Instead ofgoing to the fleet for the workers he gets a new truck

and the old one goes to the workers

Supervisor Sweeton Look the Commissioner is a working Commissioner He

plows snow in the winter time just like the workers and so it beats up vehicles

Thatswhat it is

Richard Murtie Tires the company puts on the vehicle and all that

Supervisor Sweeton Wevehad the discussion before and you disagree with us

The Board 12 years ago authorized the Commissioner to take his vehicle recognizing
that he does not live in the Town of Warwick correct

Richard Murtie Ok thank you

Supervisor Sweeton You are welcome thank you
